Episode Synopsis

Wink & Blink live in the Land of Imagination with their pal Magic Door (a talking door). Each episode begins when Magic Door challenges Wink & Blink to play Magic Door’s Favorite Game.

Along the way they visit exciting places like a garbage truck factory, a world-famous zoo or a big city fire station.
