Wink and Blink accompany the three children to the movie theater where they are introduced to mammals, fish, birds, invertebrates, reptiles, and amphibians. The children, as well as viewers, are asked to keep an eye out for three different keys that are clues to discover the Magic Door’s favorite animal at the zoo. By the end of the episode, the three youngsters use their deductive 

skills to find out that the Magic Door’s favorite thing is a mammal that has hooves and black and white stripes – a zebra.
